Associate Professor Andrew Bonnell

Life in Nazi Germany (At UQ venue the topic is Nazism and War)

Andrew's presentation will focus on the historical conditions and human factors that made Nazism possible. He will consider the question of to what extent the Nazi regime maintained its rule by terror (e.g. use of the Gestapo, concentration camps) and to what extent it enjoyed mass popular support from Germans. This will lead to reflections on how people behave in what we see as extreme conditions and what kind of decisions “ordinary people” make under these circumstances.   

Dr Andrew Bonnell is currently Associate Professor in History at UQ.  Assoc. His research interests include: Modern German and European history. German cultural and intellectual history in social and political context. History of German Social Democracy.

Terrorism

Today, terrorism is producing fear and uncertainty in societies around the world. This is unprecedented in scale and intensity, but terrorism is not a new phenomenon historically. In this presentation, Brian will highlight dramatic episodes in the history of terrorism, stretching back over two thousand years. These episodes will reveal the diverse motivations, methods and effects of terrorist activity. A brief treatment of research into the ‘psychology of terrorism’ will lead into a major focus on radical Islamist activity, ranging from the political and military aspirations of ‘Islamic State’ to the local activities of ‘lone wolf’ terrorists – often ‘cyber-jihadists’ radicalized and encouraged through internet sites. The presentation will conclude with an evaluation of the threat posed by such activity to Australians and others, and the steps that might be taken by states, organizations and individuals to respond to that threat.

Brian has taught history and history curriculum at secondary and tertiary levels, and published textbooks in both fields. He has been involved in curriculum development at state and national levels, and has presented sessions at conferences and workshops. Most recently he has advised the Queensland Curriculum and Assessment Authority on the development of the senior modern history syllabus. Brian’s most current publication is ‘Teaching Humanities and Social Sciences’ (Cengage 2017), co-edited with Prof. Rob Gilbert.

Nazi Germany: Lessons from a dark past?

Today, the Nazi experience continues to intrigue, horrify and puzzle people. In this presentation, Brian begins with some of the ‘puzzles’ that arise when people study this barbaric regime that emerged in a nation at the centre of European civilization. The focus is broad, focusing on politics, schools, media, popular culture, youth groups and concentration camps. The emergence and growth of Nazism is traced through a range of factors, including Germany’s political heritage, the aftermath of World War 1, economic conditions and the appeal of the Nazi message. Post-1945 research into authoritarianism, group behaviour and obedience is introduced. Finally, Brian poses questions about the possible ‘lessons’ for us in today’s politically turbulent times.

Brian has taught history and history curriculum at secondary and tertiary levels, and published textbooks in both fields. He has been involved in curriculum development at state and national levels, and has presented sessions at conferences and workshops. Most recently he has advised the Queensland Curriculum and Assessment Authority on the development of the senior modern history syllabus. Brian’s most current publication is ‘Teaching Humanities and Social Sciences’ (Cengage 2017), co-edited with Prof. Rob Gilbert.

Dr Patrick Jory
The History of Genocide in the Modern Era
This presentation will examine the prevalence of genocide in the modern era (late nineteenth century through the twentieth century), noting some of the major cases of genocide, how historians have sought to explain why genocide has taken place, and attempts to prevent it.
Dr Patrick Jory is Senior Lecturer in Southeast Asian History, and History Discipline Convenor at the University of Queensland.  He teaches courses on Southeast Asian History and the History of Genocide.  He has published widely on Southeast Asian History, most recently a study of the Thai monarchy (Thailand's theory of monarchy: the Vessantara Jataka and the idea of the perfect man) published in 2016 by State University of New York Press.

Ancient Greek Women and Religion

Ancient Greek women had important roles in ancient religious festivals and cults, from the Mysteries at Eleusis to the public festivals on the Acropolis at Athens. They also made valuable dedications to the gods, sometimes of their own portraits, and served as priestesses. However they could never vote, and civic ideals even praised them for never appearing in public. This talk explores artistic and textual evidence for female leadership in ancient Greek religion.

Dr. Amelia Brown is a Senior Lecturer in Greek History and Language at the University of Queensland. Her current research focuses on Late Antiquity, Greek religion and Mediterranean maritime history. She has excavated at Halasarna (Kos), Polis (Cyprus), Ancient Messene and Corinth, and is currently completing books on Corinthian history and Mediterranean Maritime Religion.

Tacitus’ Julio-Claudian Emperors

Publius Cornelius Tacitus was a Roman senator and historian who wrote about the earliest emperors of Rome. Beginning his Annals with the death of the first emperor Augustus, Tacitus gives us a valuable insight into the lives and reigns of Tiberius, Claudius and Nero. We will explore the historian and his times, including his father-in-law Agricola, his friend Pliny the Younger, and his contemporary Suetonius. We will then consider what makes Tacitus distinctive as a historian, and what insights we can gain from him that we can’t from any other ancient literary sources. We will finish by deciding whether Tacitus’ famous claim to write his history ‘without anger and without bias’ is true or, in fact, achievable at all.

Dr. Shushma Malik completed her PhD at the University of Bristol, UK. Since she has been lecturing in Roman history at the University of Manchester, UK, before joining the University of Queensland in July 2015. Together with Dr. Caillan Davenport she regularly write a column for the online magazine, The Conversation, entitle ‘Mythbusting Rome’.

Women of Athens

For the classical Athenians the right place for Attic women was at home. The Athenians genuinely valued their wives as homemakers and mothers. But they also constantly worried that they lacked the ability to control their appetites. They were obsessed by the possibility that Attic women might have sex outside marriage. The result was that husbands tried to keep their wives away from unrelated men. They expected male guests whom they had invited into the house to keep out of the rooms where their wives were. Dr. David Pritchard is a Senior Lecturer in Greek History at the University of Queensland in Australia. He is the author of Sport, Democracy and War in Classical Athens (Cambridge University Press: 2013) and Public Spending and Democracy in Classical Athens (University of Texas Press: 2015).

Rome and  Pompeii

This talk explores the two most important cities of the ancient Roman empire: its capital, and the port city of Pompeii, whose destruction in 79 AD froze imperial Roman culture in time. I focus on how specific emperors shaped each city through their benefactions, and which public buildings survive today. Particular attention is paid to temples and amphitheatres like the Colosseum, where gladiators once fought, and to the temples of the gods.

Dr. Amelia Brown is a Senior Lecturer in Greek History and Language at the University of Queensland. Her current research focuses on Late Antiquity, Greek religion and Mediterranean maritime history. She has excavated at Halasarna (Kos), Polis (Cyprus), Ancient Messene and Corinth, and is currently completing books on Corinthian history and Mediterranean Maritime Religion.

Primary workshop: Developing Literacy Skills Through History

This practical workshop introduces and demonstrates three ways to enhance the teaching and learning of History in primary classrooms.

1. Integrating: Ways to easily and meaningfully integrate History with English in particular. The benefits include increased time, deeper learning and greater engagement.

2. Matching research organisers to a key text: Choosing a key non-fiction text and creating matching organisers (based on research questions) that students want to use and can use independently. The benefit is better student research. 

3. Targeting specific vocabulary: Using tier two and tier three vocabulary from historical fiction (read during morning read-alouds) and building student understanding through a range of strategies including using props. The benefit is improved student writing.
