Venue?

Brisbane Grammar School, Gregory Tce, Brisbane – next to the Brisbane Girls Grammar School.  Please follow signs to the Lilley Centre.
Public Transport?
Unfortunately the free Red bus in the City is not available on weekends. Brisbane Grammar School is on the corner of Gregory Terrace and College Road in the inner city suburb of Spring Hill. Roma Street Station is a short 10-minute walk through the beautiful Roma Street Parkland.  Normanby Station is located on the Inner Northern Bypass beneath the Indoor Sports Centre at the Normanby Fiveways. There is pedestrian access via two arrival towers with stairway and lift access from Kelvin Grove Road, Normanby
Parking? 
Parking is at the rear of Brisbane Grammar School.  There is no entrance to Brisbane Grammar School for parking from Gregory Terrace. The school boom gate entrance is on the left of College Road, after going through Normanby intersection heading in the direction of the City.     http://www.brisbanegrammar.com/About/FacilitiesandMaps/Documents/BGS_Map_2016.p f  Note you cannot turn right across the traffic if you are already in College Road and coming from the city ie heading north. The boom-gate will be open from 7am.
Delegates who park will then need to walk through the school heading towards Gregory Tce to find the Lilley Centre, Brisbane Grammar School. Please follow the signs.
Where to go when I get there?

Light refreshments and registration will be from 8.00 am  to 8.45  am in front of the Lilley Centre.  Delegates need to collect name tag and a conference bag at the Registration desk.  This is a good time to visit the trade area near the refreshment area. 
Will there be refreshments?

Coffee, juice and a snack will be provided on arrival. Morning tea and lunch will be provided near registration or in at the front of the Lilley Centre.  You should have noted any special dietary requirements when you registered online.  Ask the service staff for your specific dietary food.  There will be wine or non alcoholic drinks, cheese platters and prize draw at end of the day.  
Will there be special meals for those with dietary requirements?   Yes if you have indicated this on your registration – please collect your special meals in the designated area.
After I register, what is the first session?   When will the day end? 
At 8.45 am there will be a short introductory session and Acknowledgement of Country in the Lilley Centre Theatre and  this will immediately be followed by the presentation of the Dr Russell Cowie ‘Excellence in History Education Award’ and the ‘QHTA Outstanding History Teacher Awards’ – these Teacher awards sponsored by WorldStrides.  Julie Hennessey will provide an overview of current curriculum issues and then Associate Professor Anna Clark will then present the keynote address.
If the Foyer in the Lilley Centre is full when you arrive, we ask you to sit in the adjoining area where you will be able to listen to and observe the keynote address  on a number of screens.

The Conference ends at 4.15 pm  but will be followed by a wine and cheese gathering and drawing of prize winners .
How do I know what workshops to go to?

There are four sets of workshops and you should have registered for these online or by contacting qhta@qhta.com.au if you have any difficulty getting back into your booking .  Note that some workshops are fully booked so you need to go to the workshops you have nominated.  You should have received a confirmation of the workshops you have chosen as part of the online confirmation. If you have forgotten or do not have the email confirmation, lists of people in each workshop will also be available in the registration area.   You will also have the workshops printed on your name tag.  If any room seems overcrowded, we will have to check name tags to see who should be in the room.
Where will the workshop sessions be held?
There will be a list of the workshops on the Conference Program in your conference satchel.  The rooms are noted at the bottom of each workshop description.   The numbers on your name tag are the numbers describing your workshops.  The room numbers are on the sheet in your satchel.    
Will there be a trade area?
