The University is very close to the Petrie Railway Station.  There will be Conference staff available in these areas to give directions to the Conference venue. 
Parking? 
UniSC encourages the use of sustainable transport, especially with the proximity of Petrie Train Station.

Parking has been arranged for this event in Car Park 1, attached to the UniSC Foundation Building A1 (view map here).  Once parked, simply go to the stairs near the boom gate and you will see signs for the Conference. Please drive up to the boom gate on arrival, the boom gate should automatically open. In the event that the boom gate does not open, please use the call button and advise security that you are attending the QHTA Conference to gain access.  There is an outdoor car park also which is free but requires a short walk to the Entry of the UniSC Foundation Building.

Please note that under no circumstances can visitors park in the Queensland Rail carpark. This is for Queensland Rail commuters only and is monitored. Parking in this carpark may result in fines. 
Where to go when I get there?

Follow the banners and signs from the car park to the Entry of the UniSC Foundation Building.  Delegates will receive a voucher for a free barrister coffee at the café close to the Entrance of the building. Café opens at 7.30 am.   Some biscuits will be available for early arrivals. 

Registration will be from 8.00am.  Delegates need to collect lanyard and name tag, a gift, a conference bag with multiple inserts, a Program, a Feedback Form and Trade Passport at the Registration desk.  This is a good time to visit the trade tables close by.  Don’t forget to have each trade table person to sign or stamp your passport.  Gifts will be presented to lucky winners at the beginning of the afternoon session.  

You are welcome to sit on the casual theatre seats near the Registration area or on the lawn area at the Entrance.
Will there be refreshments?

Morning tea and lunch will be provided as Snack Boxes

Tea, coffee and drinks will be provided at morning tea and lunch.  Water stations are throughout the venue.

Important – if you have specific dietary requirements, these must be noted at the time of your registration (online). Ask the service staff for your specific dietary food or check if there is a pack with your name.
